How We Do It 
 

 We train volunteers to 

use professionally developed 

methods of teaching basic 

reading and English to speak-

ers of other languages. 

 The one-to-one tutor-

ing provided by us is individ-

ualized, confidential and free 

to the learner. 

 

 Tutoring is done at a 

time and place convenient to 

both the tutor and the learner.  

We use libraries, churches, 

municipal buildings, and oth-

er public places for the tutor-

ing sessions. 

 

Some Clues in 

Recognizing Adults

 Adults who can’t read 

well tend to hide this fact 

from others. When asked to 

read something, they may 

say, “I can’t read this now.  I 

have a headache,” or “I for-

got my glasses.”  When giv-

en a form to fill out, they ask 

if they can bring it back to-

morrow. This gives them 

time to find a more literate 

person to fill it out for them.
